A collapse of the Republican’s healthcare bill in the Senate and a significant weakening of the US Dollar didn’t stop the DJIA ending the
month up 2.7%. Returns in Europe were more mixed. Despite signs of continued divergence in stance during Brexit negotiations, the
FTSE 100 finished 0.9% higher. On the continent, the Euro STOXX 50 rose 0.3% as the ECB reaffirmed its commitment to current
stimulus. After sharp moves in June, major government bond yields were relatively stable, with 10-year rates staying around 1.23% and
0.54% in UK and Germany respectively. US 10-year Treasury yields ended the month roughly where they started at 2.29%.
